1. The applicant should have completed at least one year of postsecondary education, but consideration will be given to a high school graduating senior if sufficient applications are not received. A current transcript may be requested as proof of attendance prior to distribution of funds.

2. The applicant should be actively pursuing a postsecondary education with relevance to Agriculture with an emphasis on beef production or related fields such as meat  science, veterinary medicine, etc.

3. There is not a GPA prerequisite for scholarship award.

4. It is recommended but not required that the applicant as an individual or their family be associated with a local cattlemen’s association or the Minnesota State Cattlemen’s Association. Redwood Area Cattlemen’s Association members will take precedence followed by Minnesota State Cattlemen’s Association Members.

5. Applicants who are actively involved in the cattle industry to any degree will be given strong consideration.

6. Applicant along with completed application must submit a short essay on a topic of their choice in relation to the beef industry. This could be genetics, marketing strategies, meat processing,   or discussion of a topic relating to a challenge in the beef industry.
